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At the closure of conférence d’entente nationale people suggested negotiating with Ag Ghali and Mohamed Koufa.
Both remain influential in northern and central Mali where jihadist groups continue to conduct frequent attacks on
Malian, French, and MINUSMA forces. Though the idea of negotiations with both leaders made a significant noise,
this remains almost an impossible idea to be accepted by any Malian and certainly little too late for talks option.

* 600 schools closed in the Sahel Region in Burkina Faso due to increased threats and insecurity. After the French
intervention in Mali January 2013 this region provided ideal fallback for members of jihadist groups that fled Mali.
Little presence of security forces and relying on recruited local leaders facilitated the expansion of AQIM and allies.

* In the past month or so, Barkhane, Malian, and Burkina Faso forces conducted operations on the borders with Mali.
This led to the destruction of what appeared to be an important logistical base to newly formed group, Ansaroul Islam,
on 29-30 April 2017. At least 20 militants killed and important arms and explosives destroyed.

» In the absence of permanent presence of legitimate forces to protect local population in remote areas, we continue to
see the emergence of small armed groups. For instance, Fulani armed group emerged near Ansongo claiming to be non-
jihadist and non-separatist, and to recognize Malian State.

» Reportedly, Ansaroul Islam operating in Burkina Faso and led by Ibrahim Dicko plans to pledge allegiance to so-called
Islamic State. While existing ties between members of Ansaroul Islam and Adnane Abu Walid al-Sahraoui indicate as
this to be a possibility, it’s unlikely to have a major impact at the operational level.

* CJA announced on 20 APR 17 to abandon checkpoint controlled west of Timbuktu to the Malian Army. CJA controlled
the checkpoint since early March while protesting against the terms of interim authorities implementation in Timbuktu
and Taoudeni Regions.

* JNIM distributed leaflets at Zouera, Timbuktu Region telling CJA are not the target but they should not provide any
type support to French, MINUSMA, and Malian forces.

* Inresponse to increased armed robberies around Bourem and Gao Region in general, local authorities in Bourem on 30
April announced banning circulation of motorcycles at the Bourem Circle until 21 May. Movement of people is likely
to be reduced and limited, and thus affect the livelihood of many families and further deteriorate humanitarian
conditions in the area.
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* Sahel MeMo recorded at least 38 violent incidents with violent extremist organizations involvement.

* Jama’at Nusrat al-Islam wal Muslimeen (JNIM) through its media arm az-Zallaqa officially claimed 12 attacks in
northern and central Mali.

*  MINUSMA camps, logistical convoys, and vehicles were targeted 10 times out of 38 violent incidents in April 2017 by
improvised explosive devices (IEDs) and rockets.

» Barkhane forces were involved or attacked 7 times in April 2017 out of the 38 violent incidents.

* Malian forces were involved or attacked 9 times in April 2017 out of the 38 violent incidents.

* Armed groups and militias were involved or attacked 4 times in April 2017 out of 38 violent incidents.

* Civilians were affected in 5 attacks out of the 38 violent incidents in April 2017.

* Sahel MeMo recorded at least 19 armed robbery that mainly took place in central and northern Mali.

* In April 2017 Sahel MeMo recorded: 6 Malian members of security forces killed and 1 injured; 1 French soldier killed
and 2 injured; 1 peacekeeper killed and 4 injured; 2 civilians killed and 2 injured; 14 militia and armed groups
members killed and 6 injured.

* Non-government organizations (NGOs), humanitarian, and civil society organizations were attacked at least 9 times in
April 2017 in northern and central regions. This is a major concern going forward while trying to assist vulnerable
population.

05 APR 17: Unknown gunmen assassinated a member of
MNLA anti-terrorist unit in Kidal. 1 killed 2 injured.

05 APR 17: Barkhane soldier killed and 2 others injured
after their vehicle struck an IED attack near Douna
village, Mopti Region near the borders with Burkina
Faso. JNIM claimed responsibility. (Right: JNIM
statement #6)

06 APR 17: Unknown gunmen attacked and burned
Belenitieni gendarmerie post at San, Segou Region.

07 APR 17: Unknown gunmen attacked MAA-Platform
checkpoint at Anéfis. At least 2 MAA fighters killed and
6 injured while one vehicle destroyed. 3 suspects of Arab
Kounta decent arrested in response to the attack.
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07 APR 17: Barkhane, Malian, and Burkina Faso forces clashed with suspected jihadists near Tin Tihidjren and Indaki on
the borders between Mali and Burkina Faso.

08 APR 17: MINUSMA logistics truck attacked by unknown gunmen between Gossi and Gao. No casualties but gunmen
emptied containers before escaping.

08 APR 17: Unknown gunmen on two vehicle entered Gargando town, Timbuktu Region and carried an armed assault on
checkpoint controlled by CJA members. 5 people killed, including 2 CJA members. CJA made arrests of suspected AQIM
members at Zouera believed to be behind the attack.
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11 APR 17: JNIM claimed to have ambushed members of

Bambara/Donzo militia backed by the Malian government
at Ké-Macina, Mopti Region. 7 militia members killed and
unknown number captured. (Right: JNIM statement #7)
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12 APR 17: Gunmen on motorcycles fired at German

casualties.
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13 APR 17: Barkhane killed 2 suspected terrorists, arrested 8 others, and dozens were arrested and handed to Burkina Faso
forces. These incidents occurred during Panga operation that ended on 08 APR 17 and involved Malian and Burkina Faso
forces and took place on the borders between Mali and Burkina Faso, just south of Hombori, 200km southwest of Gao. The
operation focused on Foulsaré forest, key fall back back area for Ansaroul Islam.
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14 APR 17: Barkhane forces arrested two individuals and
seized arms and ammunition aboard their 2 vehicles
between Anéfis and Tabankort, Gao Region. Platform
[armed groups sided with the Malian government] released
a statement protesting against the arrest and demanding the
release of members arrested.

14 APR 17: Unknown gunmen attacked and burned
gendarmerie post of Téné, Segou Region. No casualties but
3 motorcycles seized. INIM claimed responsibility. (Right:
JNIM statement #8)

16 APR 17: MINUSMA vehicle carrying Chadian
peacekeepers struck an IED near Taghlit, between
Aguelhoc and Tessalit, Kidal Region. JNIM claimed
responsibility. (Right: JNIM statement #9)

17 APR 17: MINUSMA vehicle struck an IED near Taghlit
on Aguelhoc — Tessalit transit route. (Right: INIM
statement #10 on next slide)
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17 APR 17: Arms cache with grenades and arms discovered by unidentified drivers at chateau district in Gao. German

contingent of MINUSMA recovered the weapons.




18 APR 17: INIM claimed attacking same MINUSMA convoy targeted the
day before near Igherghar valley, 35km south of Tessalit, Kidal Region. 2
peacekeepers and 1 civilian injured while 3 vehicles damaged. (Right:
JNIM statement #10)

18 APR 17: Gunmen carried an armed assault against Malian Army post in
Gourma-Rharous. At least 4 Malian soldiers killed, 3 wounded, and arms

seized (see images below). JNIM claimed responsibility. French defense
ministry reported that Barkhane provided air support and managed at
destroying 2 pickup trucks belonging to members of JNIM and killing at

least dozens of their [JNIM] fighters. (Right: JNIM statement #11)
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19 APR 17: MINUSMA vehicle struck an IED in Kidal, Kidal
Region. Vehicle damaged (see image) but no casualties.

19 APR 17: Malian Army clashed with unknown gunmen on
motorcycles near Bentia, 35km south of Afoud, Ansongo area.

20 APR 17: MINUSMA vehicle struck an IED between Ténénkou
and Ké-Macina, Mopti Region followed by gunfire.

20 APR 17: One child killed and another injured [both under 10] after
the explosion of remaining of explosives in Tessalit, Kidal Region.

24 APR 17: JNIM claimed to have carried double IED attacks
on Chadian peacekeepers of MINUSMA near Taghlit, Kidal
Region.

25 APR 17: Malian Army made several arrests at Dialloubé,
Mopti Region under unclear circumstances.

26 APR 17: Civil servant working for INPS allegedly abducted
by suspected jihadists in Youwarou, Mopti Region.

26 APR 17: Malian National Guard vehicle struck an IED near

Koubaye, Mopti Region. 2 National guards killed and 1 injured.

JNIM claimed responsibility. (Right: INIM statement #14)

27 APR 17: Malian Forces claimed to have clashed with
suspected jihadists 25km east of Ténénkou, Mopti Region.
Statement also said Malian Army killed important number of
suspects and destroyed two IEDs.
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28 APR 17: Civilian vehicle struck an IED in Kidal. Vehicle was damaged but passengers were unharmed.

28 APR 17: Malian Army convoy attacked by alleged jihadists in Tassiga, near Ansongo. Malian forces successfully
repelled the attack and seized 2 vehicles belonging to the assailants.

29 APR 17: Malian Army vehicle was targeted by an IED near Kadial, Mopti Region. The attack was followed by armed
clash between Malian Army and suspected militants.

29-30 APR 17: Barkhane forces carried airstrikes on militants’ positions at Foulsaré forest, on the borders between Mali
and Burkina Faso. France claimed to have killed at least 20 militants, and discovered then destroyed important amount of
weapons. This includes lance rockets, ammunition, explosives, and materials to make IEDs.

Groups were
identified as drug traffickers by a local observer.

20 APR 17: Unconfirmed reporting talks about the killing of two individuals by the Malian Army under unclear
circumstances between Tagharoust and Tin Tedeyné, Timbuktu Region. One victim was identified as Abdallah Ag
Abdoussalam.
